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Note: This sky map traces the path of 2004 XP14 accurately
enough to give you a gensral idea of where the asteroid will be

on Monday morming, July 3rd. However, the map is not accurate
enough for telescopic absening. Why not? The asteroid is so close
to Earth that parallax will shift its position among the stars by

as much as 2 degress, depending on your location on Earth's
surface.
